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Headcorn Primary School

Admission to Headcorn School is dertermined by the Local Authority’s policy, which encourages schools to admit four year olds, so that as many children as possible will have 
eighteen terms of infant education. Admission to Reception will be in September with all children expected to attend full-time within three weeks of the start of term one providing they can cope with this.
The school’s Planned Admission Number is 30 and no Key Stage 1 class can now legally exceed 30 pupils but KCC can licence 31 pupils for one year.

KCC policy means that no preference is given to parents who ‘apply early’ for a place for their child. All applications for the coming academic year must be received by a set date and they are then processed by KCC and places awarded. 
Pupil/Parent/School Liaison

Parents are encouraged to come and see the school in operation, before applying for a place. The Headteacher will answer any questions which prospective parents may have and tour the school with them, in order to demonstrate how Headcorn Primary operates.
Children will be offered an opportunity to visit the school prior to admission, so that they are familiar with the surroundings, the reception classroom and their prospective teacher. They are invited for lunch, as well as having additional visits. There is a Parent Support Advisor attached to the school and parents can also contact a Family Liaison Officer if they require additional help.
Parents will be invited to attend an informal meeting with the Headteacher, senior staff and parents of current reception children, in the term before their children start school. This will provide them with an opportunity to ask any questions which they may have regarding their child’s induction into school life. New parents will also be given a handbook, which should furnish them with sufficient information regarding the school routine.
Pre School Establishments

The Headteacher and the Reception Class Teacher regularly liaise with feeder establishments in order that the transition of pupils to school can be as smooth as possible. We value the very productive relationship which we enjoy with the two nurseries within the village and enjoy a close working relationship with them.
